She also teaches AP Psychology to seniors.  Ellie has been a consultant and faculty trainer leading adult workshops on Human Development issues for numerous schools nationally and internationally and was published in the Independent School Bulletin for her research on self-esteem and identity in African-American and Hispanic young women.  Ellie has also worked with the Mind/Body program in Boston to develop curriculum for their school initiative program teaching adolescents how to manage stress.  Ellie also leads workshops for Independent School Management for Deans and for Women Administrators and is co-director of the Independent School Gender Project.
Carol Hotchkiss - Carol has 30 years of teaching, counseling, and administrative experience in independent schools.  She is now Director of The Durango Institute for Co-Curricular Education in Durango, Colorado which offers workshops, consultation, and in-service training for schools on human development programs, residential life issues, student leadership, and support services.  Carol is the author of Quests and Quandaries, a text for human development courses, co-author of Building a Residential Curriculum for boarding schools, and has published articles in several books and periodicals on school community and co-curricular education.
